The Excel spreadsheet contains the names of possibly Jewish soldiers from Wisconsin compiled by Simon Wolf in 1895 and is found in his book, The American Jew as Patriot, Soldier, and Citizen.
The book lists about 330 soldiers from Wisconsin.  I have gone through the list with the help of others to verify or disprove the names.  I have verified 17 as Jewish and disproven approximately 50.  I have been unable to prove or disprove the rest. I ordered the names by the unit of which they were part.  The first unit the soldier was in would be with white background.  If they were transferred or re-enlisted, that would follow the original entry, but with gray background. 
I have color-coded my findings and the key is at the top of the first page of the database: 
Blue = Jewish
Yellow = not Jewish (My criteria for "not Jewish" is also at the top of page one)
Orange = listed as Protestant at a National Soldiers.  This latter group was not always accurate as Jewish soldiers either hid their identity and listed themselves as Protestant or the person writing the information listed all non-Catholics as Protestant. 
Another group of researchers working for the Shapell Manuscript Foundation in Los Angeles has documented a couple of soldiers listed as Protestant who were actually Jewish. 
In the furthest right column on page one, I filled the cell with green if I was able to identify the cemetery the soldier was buried in.  Page two includes all my references, most of which are websites. On page three, I listed all the pension numbers that I could find and the name of the person receiving the pension.  This would be helpful for anyone wanting to go to the National Archives to pull the pension records.  On page four, I simply alphabetized the names as a search tool for myself.
I hope somebody might find this useful in the future.  I am currently trying to find some biography on the 17 Jewish soldiers that have been identified.
New information on any of the soldiers listed -- biography, religious practice, gravesite -- would be helpful.  Also, any known Wisconsin Jewish soldiers not on the list would be appreciated.

Listing of Soldiers - These are color coded; the color key is on Page 1; this color coding is also used in Pension Numbers & Alphabetical Listing.

Consists of 11 columns of information:  Rank, Name, Regiment, State, Branch, 



Company, Status, Enlisted, Mustered out or Died, City, Additional Comments. 
Wisconsin References - Every other individual's record is highlighted to easily determine the entire record from the one before and after; an individual's record may be on two consecutive pages.

Consists of 6 columns of information - Name, Reg't, State, Branch, Co,

Consists of 1 column of information - Reference website.
